4. Sort rules and boards intfo manageable groups, related by theme
(possible groups: open and closed syllables & later add magic e to
this group; v/cv and vc/cv; s and 's rules; c, k, -ck and -ic rules).

Play: Arrange the selected boards in front of the learner. Spread the
matching cards out on the table.
