5. The members of the groups must work together to find the letters. 
6. Each group must then send a representative to stick the letters on the whiteboard in correct order. 
7. The group that finishes first, receives 10 points per word. 
8. The group with the highest number of points upon reaching the 11th word wins the game and receives a prize.
