Board Game: Ride the Bikes

Preparation: Glue board and cards onto stiff stock, cut out cards along solid black lines, fold each card down the middle along dotted line, and glue the two sides back- to-back. The starred is the card back; the instruction is on the white side. 

Equipment: One soldier per player, one die; cards and board.
