Game:

Instructions: You need the game board, one die, “men” for the players.  

Scoring points: When the player lands on a word, s/he can choose:

2 points – for reading the word 

4 points – for reading and translating the word 

7 points – for reading, translating, and making up a sentence using the word

10 points – for reading, translating, and making up a question or command using the word 

The maximum number of points that can be scored is 490. You might encourage the student to play the game again in later lessons to see how much s/he can improve the score.

*Budgie is short for budgerigar, the British word for parakeet. It is pronounced “budgy”.
